2. Eckero Post & Customs House

Eckero Post & Customs House is a seasonal
destination with a scenic location near
Eckerdlinjen’s ferry terminal.

When Sweden lost Finland and Aland to Russia
after the war in 1808-1809, Eckert became the
westernmost outpost of the Russian Empire in the
Baltic Sea.

Ecker® Post & Customs House is a grand empire-
style building, designed by architect Carl Ludvig
Engel. It was built in 1828 during Tsar Nikolai I's
reign and it was the first official building to meet
travellers arriving from the west, over the Aland
Sea. Here, postmasters and customs officers lived
and worked for a period of about a century.

In the main building you can visit exhibitions with
mainly contemporary crafts and design. Learn
about the fascinating history of the house and
discover the current exhibitions on a guided tour
that can be booked in advance.

A museum shop in the Postman'’s Room offers a
varied selection of Aland crafts.

3. Kastelholm Castle

Aland’s only medieval castle from the 1380s is

one of the foremost sights in Aland. King Gustav
Vasa visited the castle with his consort queen
Catherine Stenbock in summertime and his son
King Eric XIV was imprisoned here. The history

of the castle is strongly influenced by the era of
the Vasa kings. After falling into ruins, the first
reconstruction works of the castle were started in
the late 1880s. Today, Kastelholm Castle is restored
to an interesting museum with family activities and
guided tours during the summer season. Next door
is the open-air museum Jan Karlsgarden and the
old crown prison Vita Bjérn that houses a prison
museum.

1. Aland Merchant Museum

The small general store museum with a country
shop character is located next to Tullarns Ang park
in Mariehamn. The museum gives the visitor a
historic insight into the past of a local well-stocked
19th-century general store and its equipment.

The interiors have been collected from several old
country shops, including the archipelago grocery
store Rautas at Lumparsund. The store was also
the beginning of Nikolai Sittkoff’s business career,
a successful ship owner and merchant in Aland in
the 1800s.

The museum also houses parts of J G Eriksson’s
cobbler’s workshop and store, one of the first
commercial crafts shops in Mariehamn.

The newspaper Tidningen Aland’s 25th anniversary
edition features other interesting details from
Aland’s early businesses. For example, when

Paulig, a major coffee retailer in Finland, started

6. The Hermas Homestead Museum

Hermas is an old archipelago homestead in
Enklinge, Kumlinge.

The homestead consists of 19 buildings that date
back to the first half of the 1500s. The collections
of items are unique and depict the lifestyle that no
longer exists.

The people who lived at Hermas were fisherman-
farmers who kept livestock and farmed for their
own needs. The homesteaders lived a self-sufficient
life, making almost everything they needed —

food, clothes, utensils and tools — right on the
homestead. At Hermas the visitors are taken 100 years
back in time.

The archipelago museum on Lappo displays
traditional Aland archipelago and fishing culture.

10. Onningeby Art Museum

Onningeby Museum is an art and cultural history
museum that displays an artist colony founded by
Victor Westerholm in the village of Onningeby.
The artist collective attracted mainly Finnish and
Swedish, but also Estonian artists for almost three
decades, from 1886 until 1914. The painters were
influenced by French en plein air artists. Over the
years, the colony was visited by artists such as
J.A.G. Acke, Anna Wengberg, Hanna Rénnberg,
Elin Danielson-Gambogi and Edvard Westman,
among others.

Onningeby Museum was founded in 1992
and is housed in a stone barn from 1869. The

impressive art collection displays significant works,

among them the monumental ”Snow Light” and
"Morning Mist” by J.A.G. Acke. There are also
special exhibitions and contemporary fine arts.

The world’s largest collection of house marks.

Goran Dahl has been collecting house marks
since the 1970s. There are around 1,500 farms
and crofters’ cottages in Aland. Dahl’s collection
consists of about 2,000 objects from half the
number of the farms.

The origin of house marks is not known, but they
have been used for at least 2,000 years. Some
house marks are similar to runes, but they are older
than runes.

In the past, all farms in the same region must have
different house marks. However, also duplicates
existed in different parts of Aland. When the
farms were divided, new marks were created by
modifying the old ones.

Goran Dahl’s large documentation material consists
of 10,000 house marks in natural size and with
accurate notes on their origin. The marks can be
traced by village name and farm, but also by their
appearance.

Many of the objects are from engine rooms and
there is a large collection of maritime-themed
literature, posters of large diesel engines and
drawings of many vessels.

Ferry traffic and the first ferries have an important
focus in the museum. Items from Algot’s Shipyard
have their own museum corner.

The collections include a couple of veteran tractors
from 1937 to 1964. Old veteran engines can also
be driven on request. There is a telegraph machine
and an engine room alarm system on display and a
steam engine on site.
